Is My Lot Buildable?


To determine if a lot is buildable for residential purposes, you must:
1. Apply for and receive approval for a septic system and well from the 


Northeast District Department of Health (NDDH).

2. Illustrate that you can meet the Current Standards.

· Minimum Setbacks from the property lines for the structure and septic
      
system.

NOTE:  Lots less than 2.5 acres require an A2 survey.

· Illustrate how you will not be conducting work within the Upland Review Area as established in the Inland Wetlands and Watercourses Regulations OR apply for and receive approval from the Inland Wetlands and Watercourses Agency to conduct regulated activities.
